 Opening Prayer (taken from the Common Worship: Alternative Collects) 

 Scripture Verse (same for each of the four weeks of the month) 

 Activity as usual 

 [opportunity to write/say/phone/text a prayer to God] 

 Procession with Junior Church cross in to church for Peace/Communion 

 

At end of service: 

 Children join the procession of the servers and clergy and gather at the back of church for the final prayers
